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HOW TO SUBMIT MINUTES

Before you prepare the minutes for your singing, please familiarize
yourself with the general format and style of the minutes of other
singings and try to use the same format and style for your minutes. The
following pointers may also be helpful:

• Name/Location/Date/Time Please start the minutes with three
lines showing the name of the singing, the location, the calendar
date on which it was held.

• Breaks Please indicate breaks using RECESS or LUNCH,
capitalized and on a line by themselves.

• Two-Day Singings Indicate the start of a second or third day of
singing with the day and date spelled out on a line by itself.

• Names Please try to verify the spellings of all names. Do not put
state names or abbreviations after singers’ names. Do not insert
commas between the name and the first song number.

• Song Numbers Please list songs only by number. List the name
of a song only if the song does not appear in The Sacred Harp, 1991
Edition. If two songs begin on the same page, be sure to add “t”
for top or “b” for bottom to the page number. For example: 31t
or 49b. If a particular song is the only song beginning on its page,
a “t” or “b” should not be used. For example: 306 (not 306b).

• Memorial Lesson When listing those memorialized, please
indicate the state of origin and year of death if known. If
convenient, list those from the same state together.

• Officers Please list the new officers at the end of the minutes,
ending with the name of the secretary who is submitting the
minutes.

• Payment Each singing must pay a fee to appear in the minutes.
The fee entitles the singing to receive 10 copies of the minutes
book per singing day. Minutes received without payment will not
appear in the book.

• Fees $37 per singing day if you want the books mailed to you
-or- $30 per singing day if you will pick up the books in person

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COMPUTER INSTRUCTIONS

If you are using a computer to prepare your minutes, you can save us
from re-typing them by sending the minutes on disk or by e-mail. Both
Macintosh and PC users are welcome to send disks. Please follow the
directions below carefully.

• Before You Start First read How to Submit Minutes on page 3, and
follow the instructions. If your minutes are not formatted
correctly, we will have to re-type them.

• Formatting Do not use bold, italics, underline, or other special
formatting. Do not center the title. Do not type the title in
upper case. We will add these formatting elements later.

• Hard Returns Never insert returns in the middle of a
paragraph—instead, allow paragraphs to wrap to the full column
width. Include hard returns (¶ marks or line breaks) only at the
end of paragraphs and single lines. Don’t use two returns in a row.

• File Format When done editing, please save the file in “Text
Only” format (this will intentionally remove any special
formatting you may have used, such as bold or italic). If your word
processor offers a choice between Text Only and Text Only With
Line Breaks—be sure to choose Text Only because Text Only
With Line Breaks will insert unwanted hard returns into the file.

• File Name Save the file with a name that is only eight characters
or fewer. Add the extension “.TXT”, indicating that it is a text
file. For example: LIBERTY.TXT.

• Disk Format Use a 3.5-inch floppy disk formatted for DOS.
Macintosh users: if you have System 7.5 or later and/or PC
Exchange, you can format a DOS disk using the Erase Disk
command — or, send by e-mail.

• To Submit by E-Mail If you have access to e-mail, send the file
as an attachment to: minutes@fasola.org. Don’t include the
minutes in the message body itself unless you are certain that the
mail program will not add unwanted hard returns.

• Always Send a Printout Please mail a printout along with your
payment. This allows us to re-type the minutes in the event the
disk or e-mail attachment is damaged or unreadable.

Carol Selleck presented the following memorial lesson. “I would like to open our
memorial lesson by acknowledging its significance to our convention. It is
important to us, because in paying tribute to our deceased and bedfast singers, we
are reminded of the seriousness of maintaining the oral traditions we have
inherited from them. The names that we are memorializing at this convention
are our connections to a long-standing tradition of which we all here today are a
member. The tradition has survived through committed individuals who have
passed on; but in passing, have passed the tradition on to their children, and so
became the connectors linking us here today in Poway, California to those
groups singing in a hollow square some 200 years ago.
It is a tradition with simple roots, beginning in colonial times where dedicated
singers devised a system of quickly teaching four-part music to every person who
had a desire to sing for pleasure in the spiritual mode. Our a cappella music,
written by our fellow singers and transferred from one book to another, adding
an alto part here or an extra verse, is not as cut and dried as scripted music such
as a Bach fugue. It reflects where it’s being sung and the tempo of the convention,
more a reflection of the singer than a mandate from the composer. That privilege
of interpretation is a unique quality, one that is treasured. And so, today as we
think of each Sacred Harp singer who has left our midst, we remember each
individual and their unique contribution to our singings”.
Carol Selleck read the list of names of the deceased: Ma Renu, Arthur Allen,

Carol Selleck then led song on page 410t, “The Dying Californian”, the first
three verses, read additional verses to that poem, and led the last verse of the
song, and continued by saying that “we are grateful for our inheritance from
these singers, composers, leaders, cooks, and organizers. Not only have we
inherited a unique tradition, but also the happiest legacy in this world. Sacred
Harp music makes us happy, even when we sing sad songs of despair, our hearts
soar with those haunting minor chords.
I have a favorite author named Hannah Smith who wrote ‘The Christian’s
Secret to a Happy Life’ in 1871. She outlined a simple approach on how to apply
religious principles to everyday living. It’s been a roadmap to help me maintain a
little peace and happiness in this chaotic world since I bought her book twenty-
five years ago in Glens Falls, New York. But there’s a four-syllable short cut to
that secret of having a happy life that we who are gathered here today know
about, it’s the fa sol la mi short cut. When we discover the joys of sitting in a
communal group of singers, singing all day and night for two days, we go home
happy, with hearts a little purer after a total immersion of soul singing. It works
every time and it has turned us into a nomadic tribe of convention goers.
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But, as we travel the circuit, at each convention there are a few empty seats.
Sometimes it will be that of a close friend, or a fellow singer that sat next to us,
and then there are among us those who may be widowed or lost a mother or a
father, and that grief is even harder to bear.
I have written a poem about how we get through that grief and would like to
share this with you.
If at some moment you go on, be still,
He’ll hold you and lift you upon His shoulder,
For safety till that moment’s gone.
He’ll carry you daily and watch you by night,
Tend to your sadness, and dress wounds so tight,
That all your encumbrances start to feel light,
Until you can say, Lord I think its okay
For me to get down now and be on my way.
And thanks, Lord, for picking me up on this day.
So hear now Isaiah and his prophecy
That peace as a river forever yours be
And righteousness yours as the waves of the sea,
That your steps be His steps as onward you go,
And your song be heard through the rain and the snow,
Like Sacred Harp singers who sing what we know,
And may your afflictions be brief and not broad,
May every sad moment be less than a nod,
And may we all help one another to God.
It is fitting at this time to think back once more on each Sacred Harp singer who
has left us this past year. We want to thank them for being our connectors to the
happy life. We are so grateful for every note they shared with us. We will miss
each bass, each alto, each lead, and each treble that can no longer be with us; we
will miss them so much; but we do not begrudge their departure, because it is
their time to sing a different song.
So, as we say goodbye to them, let the shape notes converge from all of our
conventions to form mighty waves of sound, upon which their souls may ride to
the shores of glory, to attend that great and final singing in the sky.”

Because
they, too love Sacred Harp music. For unlike many other activities in our lives,
we have a very strong bond to this community. For many of us, we have a
strong heritage in this music. Our families have been involved with Sacred Harp
music for many, many years. But, the love of Sacred Harp transcends heritage. Is
our love of Sacred Harp just the shaped note music? There are certainly other
types of shaped note singing, but they just aren’t the same as Sacred Harp, are
they? In Sacred Harp singing, we find a community of love, acceptance, care, and
concern among singers that is truly a grand experience, and in many ways
unique.

They
read, “The convention was harmonious from first to last. We were all kindly
treated and the good people of that vicinity deserve credit for entertaining the
visitors. May they live a long and prosperous life and their baskets and store-
houses be filled full, and may their souls be filled with the love of God.”
And with this thought in mind, we wish to thank:

1) The Wilson family for this wonderful location provided by them;
2) Our officers and committees that administered their duties in a superlative

manner;
3) Our singers, leaders, visitors;
4) And especially all the people that provided the bounteous supply of food

that has sustained us these two days.
In 1894, the convention made the following resolutions of which we repeat
today. “That the good people of this vicinity have our thanks for their kindness
shown in opening their doors, hearts and souls to us, ever praying heaven’s
blessing upon them that their souls may be filled with the love of God.” And
“that we respect and praise the young people for the good order and high bred
manners, for they are the hope of our country and will soon have to take our
station in life.”
We give thanks to God for the songwriters and people who have kept these songs
flourishing up to the present days so we can continue to meet in common
fellowship to sing these wonderful hymns and anthems with themes that are so
appropriate even in these current times.
We end as the convention minutes ended in 1869, with the observation that
“Separating one year hence seemed a long time to those who have become so
much attached to each other as all appeared to be.” Therefore, we resolve to meet
next year for the 150th session of the Chattahoochee Musical Convention and
encourage all to be here to celebrate in songs and presence.
Submitted respectfully to this Convention by this Resolution Committee today,
Sunday the 5th day of August in the year 2001. Kiri Miller and Richard
Mauldin, Resolutions Committee.
A motion was made and carried that the reports be accepted as read, and added to
the minutes.
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The collection of $476.00 was acknowledged. After payment to the minutes,
$60.00, the remaining monies were given to the Wilson family for expenses.

Truly every
human being needs God’s guidance every day, but now, more than ever, we as a
country, and our leaders, need to seek God’s own wisdom to guide us through
the crisis that thrust itself upon us on September 11. Our songs deal so
powerfully with all aspects of human existence, from the mountain tops, to the
valley of the shadow. Especially, they deal powerfully with the tragic aspects of
human existence. We need such songs today more than ever. With the tragic
events of recent day on our hearts, let us sing song on page 70, ‘Gainsville’, and
let that serve as a prayer for this difficult time.”
