Editor’s Note

The minutes book committee has decided to continue the publication and
distribution of books, however, there are several changes. The Directory of
Singings looks much as it has for many years, but due to the ongoing
pandemic, all scheduled events should be considered provisional. Please be
sure to check with organizers and follow online announcements before
planning any trips for events.

Secretaries, please be sure to check the pages that have instructions for
submissions and fees, as some of these have changed. The process for
ordering and receiving books has definitely changed.

A change in the 2021/2022 minutes book will be noticed by many of you
immediately. The Names and Addresses and Birthdays sections will no
longer be included in the publication. There are a number of reasons for this
decision. First is the simple fact that in the 2019 minutes book, those pages
made up 20% of the book. A large portion of those pages include
information that is incorrect or outdated, which equals wasted space and
increased pricing. Second, the minutes book committee shares a concern for
personal data privacy that many of you have expressed, particularly now that
the book is sold online. For annual and local singings listed in the Directory,
we will always try to include the necessary contact information that has been
provided to the editor.

I did attend a few singings during the summer of this year, and it was
wonderful to see folks and sing again. But singing is such a high-risk activity
that I didn’t feel comfortable much of the time. Because of traveling
restrictions and other concerns associated with this virus, I turned to the
minutes book as a source of acquaintance with the Sacred Harp community.
To read about the creative ways many of you have contrived to keep singing
alive is refreshing. I continue to look forward to the day when we can gather
again, and lift our voices in praise.

HOW TO SUBMIT MINUTES

Minutes are compiled and submitted by the secretary of the singing. Please
familiarize yourself with the general format and style of the minutes of other
singings and use the same format and style for your minutes.

Name/Location/Date/Time Start the minutes with exactly three
lines showing: 1) the name of the singing, 2) the location, and 3) the
calendar date(s) on which it was held. Do not use all-caps.

Breaks Indicate breaks using RECESS or LUNCH, capitalized as
shown, and on a line by themselves.

Multi-Day Singings Indicate the start of a second or third day of
singing with the day and date spelled out on a line by itself.

Names Verify the spellings of all names. Do not put state names or
abbreviations after singers’ names. Do not insert commas between the
name and the first song number.

Song Numbers List songs only by number. List the name of a song
only if the song does not appear in a printed singing book. If two
songs begin on the same page, be sure to add lower-case “t” for top or
“b” for bottom to the page number. For example: 31t or 49b. If a
particular song is the only song beginning on its page, a “t” or “b”
should not be used. For example: 306 (not 306b).

Other Singing Books Use abbreviations listed on page 46.

Memorial Lesson When listing those memorialized, please indicate
the state of origin and year of death if known.

Officers List officers at the end of the minutes, ending with the name
of the secretary.

Brevity Please be brief with any descriptions of business sessions,
resolutions reports, memorial lessons, and expressions of thanks.
Submitted minutes will be edited as needed for space reasons.

Payment To appear in the Minutes, please send $15 per singing day.
Please note that this fee supports the publication process, but it does
not include the cost of ordering the books themselves.

* Do not type the title in upper case.

* Do not use “smart quotes”.

* Show long dashes (—) as two hyphens (--).

* Show bulleted items with a * at the start of the paragraph.

Ron Pen memorialized
Lee Sexton of Kentucky, beginning by commenting that Jean Ritchie had taught him
the magical relationship that bound music and memory in a union in which people,
places, relationships, and events are encoded in the music which has the power to
conjure vivid recollections. As he was seated at Mount Zion Methodist Church, Ron
was reminded of all the people that are conjured up by our singing of the old songs
from the Sacred Harp and Southern Harmony. One of those is Lee Sexton who died
on February 10, 2021, just a few weeks shy of what would have been his 93rd
birthday. Born March 23, 1928 at Line Fork in Letcher County, Kentucky, Lee
“Boy” Sexton was a retired coal miner. He worked for thirty-four years in truck
mines, and later worked at mechanical mines before retiring because of health issues
related to Black Lung. Growing up in a musical family, Lee began playing banjo as
soon as he was old enough to hold it, and he bought his first banjo at age eight. In
addition to tending the homeplace and working as a coal miner, Lee initiated a part-
time music career in 1941, playing with Estill Blair and the Jolly Mountain Boys at
radio stations and square dances. That year he met fiddler Marion “Fiddle King of
the South” Sumner (1920-1997) with whom he played until Marion died. Lee
performed throughout the region at a number of festivals and workshops including
Hindman Settlement School’s Appalachian Family Folk Gathering, Warren Wilson
College’s Swannanoa Gathering, Appalshop’s Seedtime on the Cumberland Festival,
The Smithsonian Folklife Festival, the “Appalachia in the Bluegrass” series at the
University of Kentucky’s Niles Center for American Music, and was a regular at the
Carcassonne Square Dance. Lee Sexton’s extensive musical career was recognized by
receipt of the Kentucky Governor’s Award in the Arts in 1999. Lee was with Ron at
many Sacred Harp singings through the years, though he didn’t sing shapes himself.
He always liked to tease Ron about his singing style, exhaling loudly and exclaiming
that “the mixture was a little rough, so he needed to pull out the choke.” Ron led
163b. Erin Fulton remembered Harry Eskew of Georgia, Curtis Owen a Texan,
Peter Golden of Maine, and Margaret Spurlock an Alabaman. Erin commented
particularly about Harry Eskew. Harry was a music professor at SEBTS in New
Orleans and established the Sacred Harp singing at the seminary there. Most of his
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research was on Baptist hymnology and the tune-book of William Walker and early
Shenandoah Valley composers (including both Southern Harmony and Kentucky
Harmony). Erin met Dr. Eskew when she ran into him in a stairwell at a Society for
Christian Scholarship in Music conference, and they immediately sparked up a
conversation. Once he realized that she was a hymnologist, he wanted to know all
about her research and even called her when she was driving home from the
conference. He kept checking in on her and her work—regularly enough that she
was surprised when she hadn’t heard from him in some time. Erin inquired about
him early last fall and was told by his wife that his memory was failing and that he
had gone into end-of-life care. Erin shared that The Big Singing is as close to her
heart as anything could be and that Southern Harmony singers (and anyone else who
sings from or studies the Walker tune-books) owe a particularly large debt to Dr.
Eskew. Erin led 309 (SoH). Zach Davis led 569b for Keith MacAdam, a Lexingtonian
and long-time singer with the AASHS who had died suddenly in November of 2016.

But others, though physically fit and longing to
sing, remain shut in their homes, their counties and their countries by ongoing
Covid-19 restrictions. We should remember that they are still not able to sing with
the singers and the Sacred Harp communities they hold most dear. To these people
cards, letters, emails and telephone calls are even more important now than they
were this time last year. We need to keep in touch, to reassure them that they are
missed and to help them look forward to what surely must be better days to come.
There are many others who are sick and unable to attend singings right now.
Contacting them and those caring for them to show our love and support is just as
important as ever it was. In particular today we think of Virginia Dyer, Barry Rollins,
Ed and Margaret Thacker, Leslie Gilmore, Tim Reynolds, Rodney Ivey, and David
Jackson. We also hold in our hearts all those supporting and caring for them in
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difficult times.

For all these our song is 330b. Paine Denson, composer of this tune, attended our
singing in the 1930s and 1940s. He served as Chairman in 1937, Vice Chairman in
1941, and often served on the Memorial Committee.

Now we remember those who have passed away during the past year. The longer we
sing, the more rich and varied associations we have with some of the songs in our
book. In common with a lot of other singers I have notes on many of the pages.
Whenever these songs are called or I lead them myself I read my notes and smile as
treasured memories come to mind. The note might be that someone invited me to
lead the song with them at a particular singing, that another singer and I learned the
song together sitting on their porch during a certain summer, or that members of a
particular singing family loved and love the soaring treble line of another song. I
might have written that someone often leads a song because they like it and it was the
first song they learned in singing school. Many notes are “This is a favorite song of”
followed by the name of a singer I know well. As the years pass and I buy new books
and new editions more of these notes will be copied over using “was” inserted of “is”.
Two of these notes mark songs much loved by Coy Ivey. Those who we remember
today are Ann Mauldin Chalker, Coy Ivey, Helen Louise Price, Mary Ruth Stifel, Dr
William (Bill) Stewart, Ken Sundberg—Alabama; Dr Harry Eskew, David Russell
Grant, Charles Mack Langley, Agnes Todd—Georgia; Peter Golden—Maine; Curtis
Owen—Texas and Adrian Bolge—England, United Kingdom.

For all these our song is 420. Thomas B. McGraw, composer of this tune, led music
at our singing 1913 through 1970. He served as Chairman in 1931, Vice Chairman in
1946, and frequently served as Secretary or member of the Memorial or Arranging
Committees. His wife Octavia was a member of the Bishop family, one of the most
prominent singing families of the Mount Zion community. This song was named for
her parents, both of whom passed away in 1934.

The following prayer to close our lesson comes from Karen Rollins of Bowdon,
Georgia, who regularly attends our singing: In the past year, God has called from our
midst the beloved brothers and sisters listed above. We will miss them and our
singings will be weakened by their loss. We humbly trust and pray that God will
console the families of those deceased members and will heal their broken hearts. We
have sung in their memory to show our love for them. We also have sung for those
who are sick and shut-in. We know that many among us have suffered hardships of
illness and isolation during this long period of the pandemic. We ask you, dear
heavenly Father, to heal and console those on this list and we thank you for the
blessings of prayer, of song and of fellowship. Amen.

We have experienced the loss of so many singers during this past year and, whilst
specific comments have been included about some, none is any less important a loss
than another.

We could not, of course, pass this time without reflecting on how devastated our UK
singing family is following the tragic death of Rebecca Over. Since joining our
Sacred Harp family around 2009, Rebecca became so much a part of the singing
community both in the UK and USA, spending as much time as was possible in the
States each year. Her interest and extensive research into the McGraw family of West
Georgia, USA, resulted in her being made an honorary member of the family and
Earlis McGraw was once heard to say that “she knows more about my family than I
do”. Her continuing wish during the pandemic had been to be able to sing again and,
in particular, to return to the US to sing and visit her Stateside Sacred Harp family.
Sadly, returning to the US was not to be, but she did at least get to sing physically in
the hollow square with other singers in Winchester just a few days before she died.
She would have taken much joy from that and, for that, we must thank God. She will
be fondly remembered by all for her intense love of Sacred Harp and for her gentle
spirit.

Adrian Bolge was instrumental in Rebecca’s early Sacred Harp career, as it was he
who advised her from whom she could purchase a book. Adrian was a real character
who would drive his motorbike for hundreds of miles to attend a singing. As a devout
man of faith, the words of the songs were incredibly important to him and his choice
of song to lead entirely reflected his spirituality.

Coy Ivey was a well-known and much loved, life-long singer from Sand Mountain,
Alabama. His hospitality and cook-outs were legendary and he always let you know
just how pleased he was to see you with his beaming smile and big bear hugs! We
were privileged in 2004 when, via David, Rod and Coy organised a special Monday
morning singing for us at Liberty Church and which we thought would just be
maybe four of five folks and us. Well, they had rounded the troops and we were
blessed with a truly wonderful morning of singing with around 20 folks. What a joy!
It was always a thrill to see Coy at any singing and, as a treble singer, to have him
turn to us for that last note of 384 and to see the absolute joy on his face as he did so,
will forever be a treasured picture in my mind.

Joan Aldridge will always be remembered too for her beaming smile of welcome and
for her encouragement of new singers to whom she became something of a mentor.
As she was an alto, I never got to sing “with” her but I sure was envious of her
perfectly manicured nails!

Kathleen Robbins was one of those Southern ladies whom, in my earliest years of
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visiting Alabama, I was encouraged to watch when she was leading. She was so
graceful and she seemingly glided around the hollow square as she would bring in the
parts.

Harry Eskew was instrumental in organising a Sacred Harp Heritage Tour to the
UK in 2007 during which Ted and I were privileged to host a special all-day singing
for the group to attend.

We pray that we
may take comfort from the fact that the heavenly hollow square is much richer for
their presence and rejoice in the sure hope in Christ that we will meet and sing
together again.

Rebecca would often use the song on page 381 when conducting a memorial lesson,
and so it seems appropriate to sing this as we remember her and all those named
above.

A prayer from Joe Vickers to close the memorial service: Heavenly Father, how much
the world has changed since last we met to sing together. We have seen the impact of
something intangible and invisible. It has changed our way of life. It has taken many
from us before their time. There are those, too, who we have lost but have been
unable to remember in the way we would have liked to.

Our prayer is that other intangible, invisible things may be in our lives: love,
friendship, fellowship, hope, joy, harmony. Our prayer is that those things might
direct our paths and draw us together in heart and mind, if not physically. We pray
for those who mourn and grieve. We pray that, although our bodies may be removed
from each other, nothing can or will break the bonds of grace. Amen.
